General Information and Instructions

Partial real estate scholarships are available to graduate students enrolled in a real estate degree program.  Each Scholarship would provide $1,000-$5,000 in tuition funding each of the two academic years required for the MBA or MSRE program or the one year required for the Certificate program depending on the number of applicants and levels of need.  The amount of the awards and the guidelines for selection are determined each year by the Marshall Bennett Institute of Real Estate. 

The scholarship applicant must be accepted to a real estate program to be eligible for scholarship consideration.  On admission, an undergraduate grade point average of at least a 2.8 is required and enrolment in at least 6 semester hours.  Real Estate Scholarships can only be used as a tuition credit. 
Eligible students must complete a Free Application for Student Aid (FAFSA) and a separate scholarship application provided by the Marshall Bennett Institute of Real Estate.
